INTRODUCTION


The High Sheriff of Clwyd Awards were launched in 2013 to recognise individuals or voluntary/ community organisations or groups (with charitable aims) that have made an outstanding contribution to their respective communities.
There will be three awards as follows:
· Two awards for individuals from each of the principal areas, namely Conwy, Denbighshire, Flintshire and Wrexham that form the preserved County of Clwyd
· One award for a voluntary/community organisation or group (with charitable aims) operating within each of the principal areas, namely Conwy, Denbighshire, Flintshire and Wrexham that form the preserved County of Clwyd.

NOMINATION PROCESS AND CONDITIONS




1. Subject to the following anyone may make a nomination for their area and/or Clwyd, including people who benefit from the individual or voluntary/community group’s activities.
2. You can only make one nomination.
3. Individuals cannot be nominated by a partner or family member or nominate themselves.
4. An individual nominee must reside in one of the four Principal Areas and be over 18 years of age.
5. The nominee (whether an individual or an organisation/group) must not be contacted or made aware that they are being nominated for an award.
6. Personal details provided on the nomination form may be passed to partner organisations and to the media for publicity purposes. If you don’t wish for any information to be shared in this way or if you do not wish media organisations to contact the nominee or nominator please let the appropriate County Voluntary Council know as soon as possible.
7. The Judges’ decision is final and they reserve the right not to make an award.
8. Nomination forms and Guidance notes can be downloaded from the appropriate County Voluntary Council website or by post.

  PRIVACY NOTICE




Awards Nomination Data Protection Privacy Notice:

The respective County Voluntary Council (CVC) that you submit the nomination form to will be what’s known as the
‘Controller’ of the personal data you provide. The information given will be entered and processed on computer by the relevant CVC; the forms will also be kept for 12 months after the closing date.  The information will be used by the relevant CVC and the High Sheriffs Association for, inter alia, administration and publication purposes of the awards scheme and for the monitoring and promotion of the voluntary sector by the relevant CVC and High Sheriffs Association. Personal data is limited to contact names, address, telephone and other contact numbers, and e-mail; it may be considered as sensitive personal data where the organisation/project is involved with matters relating to race, ethnic origins, politics, religions or similar beliefs, physical, mental health or sexual life.

Part or all of the information you provide will be held securely on computer or in secure filing systems. All the personal data is processed by CVC staff in Wales however for the purposes of IT hosting and maintenance this information is located on servers within the European Union.

The reason the CVC need your data is to be able to administer the Award nominations. The CVC’s have collectively identified the reason for processing the data is a legitimate interest and this is the lawful basis.  This information will be used for the administration of the nominations and awards and for producing statistics. Copies of this information will be provided, when necessary, to individuals and organisations that the relevant CVC consults with when assessing nominations and awards.

Contact details will only be disclosed to third parties for the following purposes:  to enable the CVC’s to process the nomination; to enable the High Sheriff to consider the nomination, to announce successful recipients, and to promote the High Sheriff of Clwyd Awards generally via press releases and other bona fide promotional activities including placement on the relevant CVC’s and High Sheriffs Association website and their other publications.

The respective CVC will forward a copy of this Privacy Notice to the nominee on the first communication with the nominee.

As a data subject you and the nominee may have the right at any time to request access to, rectification or erasure of your personal data; to restrict or object to certain kinds of processing of your personal data, including direct marketing; to the portability of your personal data and to complain to the UK’s data protection supervisory authority, the Information Commissioner’s Office about the processing of your personal data.

As a data subject you are not obliged to share your personal data with the CVC. If you choose not to share your personal data with the CVC’s they may not be able to process your Award nomination.
