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General Information

The aim of the Youth Led Grants scheme is to support a range of small volunteering projects and activities, led and carried out by young people, with applications selected and recommended by a panel of young people aged 14-25.
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How much grant can be awarded?

Grants of up to £1000 are available to support volunteering or set up a volunteering activity.

To support a number of small youth led projects across the County of Conwy, by empowering young people to develop their own initiatives; take an active role in their communities and involve/recruit young people to take part.

Priority areas for funding awards

The Youth Led Grants will be expected to fund projects which contribute towards the seven Well-being of Future Generations Act (2015) goals. (Please note: not all projects will have to deliver against all seven goals)
1. A Prosperous Wales 

2. A Resilient Wales 

3. A More Equal Wales 

4. A Healthier Wales 

5. A Wales of Cohesive Communities 

6. A Wales of Vibrant Culture and Thriving Welsh Language 

7. A Globally Responsible Wales
The Youth Led Grant panels and the youth led projects they fund will be encouraged to reflect on the five ways of working and to report on positive steps they take towards these.

The ways of working are:
· Long-term - Avoiding short-termism and considering how decisions will impact on the well-being of future as well as current generations.

How could this be applied to funded projects?

· When funding projects, the projects could be encouraged to think about the sustainability of their project and to spend funds on items that they can use beyond the initial project

· Integration - Ensuring that the full range of consequences of an action are considered so that activity in one area of work can be shaped to complement, rather than undermines, the activities in others.

How could this be applied to funded projects?

· When funding projects, projects could be encouraged to find out what other similar projects are already happening in their area to see if they could do something together – it won’t always be possible, but there may be learning that could be shared.
· Involvement - Not trying to solve problems alone but understanding the benefits of involving as wide a range of people as possible in helping shape the decisions and services that will affect their lives.

How could this be applied to funded projects?

· Encouraging funded projects to involve beneficiaries in the design of a project idea i.e., if project is targeted at older people ensuring they have involved them in the process’
· Collaboration - Working with others, both from within or outside your team or organisation, so that as many objectives as possible can be met with the resources and expertise available.
How could this be applied to funded projects?

· Funded projects could be encouraged to collaborate with other projects that would help them to access other resources, training, or connections (where this is appropriate).

· Prevention - How acting early – and with others – to tackle the root cause of problems before they arise or get worse can bring about better outcomes for individuals, public bodies and society as a whole.
How could this be applied to funded projects?

· Youth Led Grant projects could be encouraged to reflect on the problems in their community they wish their grants would help solve – and supported to better understand preventative approaches.
Applications must be made by a young person but can be supported by an adult from the organisation!


However, it is likely that the application could be made by an informal group of young people and consideration will be given to paying the grant to an eligible organisation that will support you or in exceptional circumstances the Volunteer Centre will consider paying invoices direct to suppliers.




Application Closing dates

The Grants Application rounds will close by the following dates:

Friday 11th June 2021
Applicants will receive an email confirming receipt of their application and will be notified of the panel’s result/decision will follow within 3 weeks of the closing date.


What to include in your application?
· A signed copy of your constitution or set of rules

· A copy of the groups/supporting organisations recent bank statement

· A minimum of two written quotes or estimates from any suppliers

· A list of individuals taking part in any activity funded. 

· New groups must enclose a list of names of officers and members of the group’s committee (if relevant) 
Applications will be rejected if they are not accompanied by all the required information

If offered funding, applicants must agree to;

· Submit a short report with receipts for all expenditure. 

· Spend the grant exactly as specified in the application unless prior agreement from CVSC is granted

· Publicise the Welsh Government contribution to the project

· Submit photographs of project work
· Ensure the grant is spent and reports and receipts and other documentation are completed and returned to CVSC by Thursday 31st March 2022
Only one grant will be allowed per group within the period of 12 months

Applicants must be: 


Be aged between 14 – 25 years old


Be based within Conwy County


Be linked to a voluntary organisation or community group legally constituted with a governing document that is signed and adopted (the objectives of the project must fit with the constitution), independent of government and private sectors and have a bank account, in the name of the organisation, which requires at least two signatures

All projects must be completed and accounted for by 31st March 2022.  Any funding not spent by that date must be repaid.
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
